This is especially 
important when considering the climate crisis because often the people who are affected 
the most are people living in areas far away from where the climate crisis is being studied.

Scientists and indigenous people can work together to come up with innovative solutions to 
climate change driven problems. This happens by combining the expert knowledge held by 
both the indigenous people and the scientists.

Here are three great projects being led by indigenous people who are using traditional 
knowledge and practices to conserve their local 
environment and help fight the climate crisis.

The Great Green Wall:
Protection against desertification in Africa in the region on 
the border between savannah grasslands and the Sahara 
desert

The Achuar Community: 
Meet the guardians of the Amazon Rainforest in Peru and 
Ecuador.
